Read 1 John 3:1-10

1.  Do you see yourself as a child of God? What does this mean for you?

2. We are all sinners. Does this mean we do not know Jesus? What is the contrast here?

3. Are you living in victory? How do maintain victorious living as a child of God’s righteousness?

4. What does God ask us to do as his children in relationships with others? How do we go about doing this?

Loving one another & our neighbors
How are we doing at developing genuine loving relationships with each other? Look around the room. Think to yourselves or discuss: Do you feel deeply about those in the room? Think about what this means. Do you want those kinds of relationships with each other, why or why not? Be honest with yourself. God wants us to love each other. How does this become reality?

Do you know the stories of those neighbors you are trying to build relationships with? Spend time over the next couple of weeks trying to get to know them for who they are.

Pray specifically by name for each person in your life who the Holy Spirit is calling you to live out Jesus with. 
End your time by praying for those who have any urgent needs.
